On behalf of Chadlington Cricket Club I would like to welcome your child to the club and provide you with some information about our activities. The club provides opportunities for young people to receive coaching and later in the season take part in Kwik cricket and friendly matches with other local teams. 

Clubmark
The club is currently applying for Sport England's Clubmark, which is awarded to cricket clubs by the English and Wales Cricket Board (ECB) when the club is able to demonstrate that it meets the ECB’s criteria as to playing programme; safeguarding and protecting children; knowing your club and its community – one game, and club management. 
Clubmark is an acknowledgement that we take these issues seriously and are striving to provide a high quality and welcoming environment for young participants in the sport. Our club Welfare Officer, Mark Lambert, is responsible for ensuring that our child protection policy is implemented, and can be contacted on 01608 676857 should you have any concerns. We have produced a booklet on Clubmark that is available with this letter. Other information can be found in the Clubhouse where we have a ‘Clubmark Noticeboard’ and also on our website.   

Who runs the club?

The cricket club management committee is made up of the following posts: Chairman, Secretary, Treasurer, Child Welfare Officer, Head Groundsman, Head of Senior Cricket, Head of Junior Cricket and Fundraiser.  Please see overleaf for names and contact numbers of key club officials. No one in the club is paid for their services – we are all volunteers.

What junior age ranges does the club cater for?

Junior members are in general between the ages of 6 and 17. 

What is the cost?

Membership - All children must become junior members of Chadlington Sports Club. For 2009 the annual junior membership fee is £8 per child. In accordance with the club constitution this fee covers all junior sports within the club. If your child attends junior football at Chadlington and the Parents/Guardians/Carers are members of the club in this current membership year, then this membership is waived. However, if only Football coaching fees have been paid to the club then the junior membership fee is payable. All boys and girls joining the junior cricket must complete the junior membership form.

 

Cricket Coaching – The cost of the 12 weeks’ coaching course is £20. 

Coaching Sessions

These take place on Sundays from 10:15 – 11:30 a.m. for 12 weeks. The first session will be on the 3rd May. Please meet at Chadlington Sports Field and be ready at 10:15 a.m. It would be appreciated if children could arrive on time and are collected promptly at the end of the session. On arrival children should attend the registration area in front of the Clubhouse.
Registration 

Registration evening is Friday, 1st May at the Clubhouse from 7.30 -8.30 p.m. Please register on this day or in advance so that we can prepare appropriately for the first coaching session. During registration there will be an open Kwik Cricket game for the boys and girls. 
Are the coaches qualified?
Yes – all the club’s coaches are qualified to UKCC level 1 or level 2 of the ECB Coaches Association Coaching Scheme.  As part of their education they have also attended First Aid and Child Protection courses as well as being vetted by the Criminal Record Bureau. 

Will I have to provide any equipment?

The club will provide all necessary equipment for playing and practising.  However, your child may bring any personal equipment along to matches and practice sessions and the club recommends that if your child is involved in hard ball matches or practice then as a minimum they have their own helmet and abdominal protector (box). Further details are available from the Welfare Officer.

What about clothing?

Apart from trainers there are no specific clothing requirements for training and practice sessions (although an abdominal support for the box is recommended).  The Club is sourcing some cricket shirts with the Chadlington CC badge and these will be available to buy at the start of the season. For arranged competitive matches the club would like to see all players kitted out in white clothing.

Can I get involved?
We welcome parents to all training and competitions and value your support. We are keen to involve parents in the club and would like to invite you to contact any of the persons identified below if you would like more information.  

What next?
We would be grateful if you could complete the attached junior club membership form. For the safety of your child it is important that the club is informed of any medical condition or allergies that may be relevant should your child fall ill or be involved in an accident while at the club. Can you also please read the enclosed document, which shows the club’s commitment to the safety and wellbeing of your child whilst in our care. We thank you for your co-operation and look forward to meeting you at the Registration Evening on Friday, 1st May.
